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A ZIP file is an archive format with the file extension “.zip” that contains one or multiple files that have been compressed using one of several supported compression algorithms. A ZIP file allows you to store and reduce the size of files contained within. In the past, users were required to download and install software such as WinZip in order to open a ZIP file and access its contents. However, modern operating systems have built-in functionality for opening these files. This article will walk you through the process of opening a .zip file without using third-party software.
