

Present continuous/ Progressive Tense                (

Active Voice)

Present Perfect Continuous/Progressive  Recognition in English:-

First form of the Verb+ing is used when we make Passive then is/am/are+ being +3rd form of the verb is used.
Third person singular is  I am Persons are 

Verb Pattern:-

Subject +Verb

Subject +Auxiliary (is/am/are)+not +Verb+ Object

Auxiliary+Subject+Verb+Object

e.g.

I am going there.

I am not going there

Am I going there?

Are n’t I going there?

This structure is often used in conversation.

He is writing a letter.

A letter is being written by him.

He is going there.

He is not going there.

Is he going there?

When is he going there?
Direct Speech and Indirect Speech 

He said,’ I am going there.’

He said that he was going there.

Uses of Present Continuous/Progressive Tense:-

Verbs of Senses:-Feel, smell, hear taste, see etc.

Verbs used for showing feeling and emotions;-love, hate, hope etc.

Verbs of thinking;-Thinking, feel, realize etc.

Verbs of Possessing and like etc.
These verbs are mostly used in Simple Present Tense and are rarely used in continuous tense with different sense.

This tense is used when an action is taking place at the time of speaking or in progress though it is not taking place when are talking about it .

1.She is going there.

2.I am preparing notes of Grammar.
 When we have decided about a thing to do then going to form (be going to + base form of the verb) is preferred though we can use simple future tense also:-We are going to organize an extempore speech competition very soon.
